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Former Deputy Arrested 

Globe Constable’s Office Fails to 

Deliver Injunction Against Harassment
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Gila County Sheriff’s Deputy arrested Daniel Alonzo, age 70 of Globe, on the charge of Luring a Minor for Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Misconduct with a Minor. 
The Gila County Sheriff’s Office Spokesman says they believe this is an isolated incident. They also reported that Daniel Alonzo was deputy with the 

Gila County Sheriff’s Office for many years, he also worked in the Globe Justice Court, and was reserve for the Miami Police Department. 
We recieved a report this moring that the victims grandmother filed an Injunction Against Harassment against Alonzo on February 16. She was told that it would be served that day. 
The Injunction was not served that day. Someone close to the situation said that as far as they know the injunction was never served. 
The day after the injunction was to be served, Gila County Constable, Jess Bollinger, who's office is only open 4 hours a day, alegedly came into his office for a short time in the morning, took a vacation day so he could attend the Gila County Property Tax Lien Sale. 
The Injunction was never served, the perpatrator was arrested that weekend for Luring a Minor for Sex and Sexual Conduct with a Minor. The suspect is currently being held in a pinal county jail.
Just 10 minutes after Noon today we contacted Constable Jess Bollingers office for a statement, but they were closed for the day. 

Update

Gila County Constable Jess Bollinger called today with a statement.  In his response he said that his office did attempt to serve the Injunction Against Harassment one time each day, and a couple of times on the 22, after Alonzo had been arrested. He said his office was not aware that Alonzo had been arrested. On the day of the Tax Lien, Bollinger said he did attend the sale, went into work and went home early that day feeling sick. 
When asked why his office only attempted to serve the Injunction one time each day. He said he that his office was very busy, they have a lot of paper work to do, other papers to be served, and that they were to busy. 
I asked him if they were that busy, why are only open 4 hours a day, and if it was a good idea to take a vacation day with so much to do? He said he had scheduled that day as a vacation day months earlier. He said his deputy was there, and attempted to serve the injunction once that day. 
The Globe Constables Office's 2011 Budget is $114,549. His office employs three people including him and is open 4 hours a day from 8-12. Bollinger confirmed that his department has 2 county cars and 3 county cell phones. The cell phones come out of his allotted budget, the company cars, which he and his deputy take home every night, are at the counties expense. He said his office is often so busy that there is often not time to make more than one attempt a day to serve papers. 
According to Google map the defendant lives less than 5 miles, 11 minutes from the constable’s office. 
We asked the Gila County Public information officer if any the crimes for which Alonzo was arrested for in this case, were committed after the injunction of harassment was filed. He said no, all of the crimes were committed before the injunction was filed.
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
