The 27th annual Apache Jii (Day) celebration will bring a pageant of color, sound and flavors to downtown historic on Saturday, Oct. 16, 2010.

From the 9 am opening with the traditional Apache prayer and the national anthem sung in Apache, the day will be chock full of entertainment, arts and crafts booths and savory foods.

Tribal royalty in traditional dress and native entertainers including flute players and hoop dancers will be on hand for a full day of activities.

Apache Jii begins in front of the historic old courthouse at the corner of Broad and Oak, one block east of the US 60 highway. Opening ceremonies feature a traditional Apache prayer and the national anthem sung in the Apache language.

Booths featuring jewelry, painting, beading, wood and stone carving and more will line Broad Street for this annual street fair. Entertainment is planned throughout the day and no one will go hungry if they stop by the food booths which will feature everything from delicious Apache fry bread and Indian tacos to more traditional dishes like acorn stew.

Joseph Leal, a flute player from Prescott, returns for an encore performance of his heartfelt original music. Crown dancers, tribal royalty and other will perform through the day.

There is no admission charge for Apache Jii, an event originally started as a thank you to the San Carlos Apache Nation, which borders Globe to the east. The festival has grown every year and offers a unique chance for visitors to talk one-on-one with Native Americans from throughout the Southwest. There is nothing like choosing a piece of jewelry or artwork after visiting with the artist who designed it. On going demonstrations through the day will include basket weavers, quilters and more.

Apache Jii is hosted by the Globe-Miami Chamber of Commerce in conjunction with Golden Eagle Distributors, Apache Gold Casino and Resort, San Carlos Apache Telecommunications, Tetra-Tech,  APS and the city of Globe.
