1. Antique Collections – collections in this category must date prior to 1900.  A minimum of three pieces must be shown and each item in collection should be identified with the name of the item and as close a date as can be determined by the exhibitor.
2. Semi-Antique Collections – collection sin this category must date between 1900 and 1950.  A minimum of three pieces must be show and each item in collection should be identified with the name of the item and as close a date as can be determined by the exhibitor.

3. Modern Collections – collections in this category must date from 1950 to the present.  Mounted displays should contain at least 10 items, while standing displays must contain a minimum of 3, but not more than 10, depending upon the size of the article.
