DEPARTMENT  A --  LIVESTOCK

SPECIAL REGULATIONS

1. Pens will be provided.  Exhibitors will furnish their own feed, feed boxes and watering buckets, except small animals, where feed and water will be provided. Pigs must use lickets.
2. Transportation, care and feeding will be the responsibility of the Exhibitor, except Classes 9, 10 and 11 in Globe.

3. Animals showing evidence of disease will not be accepted.  Animals must be sound, healthy,  marketable, and manageable.

4. Animals must be easily handled.  Otherwise they may be refused, at the discretion of the livestock superintendent.

5. No premiums, ribbons, or decorations previously won by an animal shall be exhibited prior to judging.

6. All individual beef calf projects must have a halter with a rope or leather strap. A neck chain or rope and butt rope or chain must be on cattle when stalled.
7. Lots may be combined when entries are less than three for competition at the discretion of the judge or superintendent.

8. All animals must have been the property of the exhibitor 90 days prior to the fair.

9. Horses must be entered under owner’s name.  Exhibitor if different should be noted.

10. Horse exhibitors – NO RIDING DOUBLE.

11. No running horses around the livestock and barn area.
12. All cattle, sheep and goats must have a seasonal pass to show.
CLASS 1 – HORSES

5. Management reserves the right to combine or cancel classes with less than three (3) entries.

6. Exhibitor must enter one division only.

7. Spotters will be in arena for walk trot.

RABBIT AND BIRD REGULATIONS

1. Senior Open Class is open to all individuals 18 years of age and older.

2. Junior Open Class entrants must be at least 5 years of age and under 18 years of age.  Children ages 3 through 5 may enter no more than one (1) entry in each division.

3. Open Class Entrants (Senior or Junior, except ages 3-5) may enter up to ten (10) animals in any class with a maximum total of twenty (20) animals entered in the Department.

4. Rabbits must be legibly marked with an identification mark in the left ear.  Cavies over 6 months of age must have tag in left ear.  Permanent tattoo is preferred.  Earmarks must correspond with the identification numbers on the entry blank.  In case of substitution, the class, breed, sex and variety must be the same.

5. All rabbits entered must belong to a breed recognized by the American Rabbit Breeders Association Standard of Perfection.  Exceptions are those entered in the pet division.

6. Poultry entries must belong to a recognized breed.  Each entry must have a numbered identification band or tag on one leg.  Tape with numbers and/or letters written in permanent ink is permitted.  Tags or bands must be put on by the owner prior to cooping.  Identification marks must correspond with the entry blank identification numbers.  

7. Turkeys, geese, ducks, guinea fowl, peafowl, and pheasants must be entered as singles.  Birds that may be entered as trios are large chickens and bantam chickens.  A trio is to consist of one male and two females that are the same breed, variety, age, and size.  Breed and variety must be listed on the entry blank.  Chickens in trio entries may not be entered as singles.

8. Pigeons with current year seamless bands are classed as young cock or young hen.  Pigeons hatched prior to Jan. 1st, or without current year seamless bands, are classed as old cock or old hen.  All pigeons must be banded or tagged on one leg, and the numbers must correspond with the entry blank identification numbers.

9. All Open Class entries will be caged or cooped by the Department Superintendent.  Care of Open Class entries will be supervised by the Department Superintendent.  Animals are not to be removed from their cages for the duration of the Fair without express permission of the Department Superintendent.

10. Open Class entries (Senior and Junior) must provide feeders and water containers for their animals.  ONLY bedding provided by the Fair Committee can be used.

11. If fewer than five entries of one breed variety are entered, two or more varieties may be combined into one lot to be judged.

12. Judges may eliminate from competition any rabbit, poultry, or pigeon entered as a breed or variety not recognized as such.  Diseased, injured, or unsightly entries will not be admitted to the showroom.

13. Animals may be offered for sale by placing a neat FOR SALE sign on the cage with name, address, and phone number of owner, as well as the price of the animal.  New owners may pick up their animals at closing checkout time and must present a sales receipt if the seller is not present.

14. The Gila County Fair shall reserve the right to limit entries to facilities available.

15. Judging in the Department will begin at approximately 10 a.m. Thursday and will continue until completion.
