SPECIAL REGULATIONS

1. Exhibitor in Dept. B will enter and remove articles at the designated entrance of the Boice Exhibit Hall.

2. Any fresh article exhibited in this department must be grown in 2010 in Gila County by person exhibiting article.  Dried material may be from previous harvest.  All articles must be cleaned.

3. Only one entry per exhibitor may be made in a lot unless lot reads otherwise, “any other variety,  may have 4 different entries”.  

4. Two or more persons from the same address cannot exhibit in the same lot, regardless of section, except in same kind lots in which case entries must be different varieties.

5. Sheaf and stalk exhibit will be judged for age value and heads will be judged for grain value.

6. Fruits and vegetables, in classes where there is more than one, should be uniform in size and quality.
