JUNIOR LIVESTOCK

 The Livestock Superintendent is appointed to the voluntary position by the Fair Chairman. The Livestock Superintendent is responsible for the livestock department and his/her decision is final. The Livestock Superintendent may appointment a Gila County Fair Livestock Committee. 
The Livestock Superintendent and the Livestock Committee have responsibility for all matters that affect planning, preparation, oversight and management of the Gila County Fair Livestock Department. This includes all matters related to the entry into Departments A and M, Junior Livestock and the participation in the Junior Livestock Auction. In keeping with this responsibility, the Livestock Superintendent may refer matters to the Livestock Committee from which there is no appeal.

ALL GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS AS SPECIFIED BY THE GILA COUNTY FAIR APPLY.  ALL SPECIAL REGULATIONS FOR DEPARTMENT A – LIVESTOCK – SHALL APPLY.  Please read them carefully.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Only 4-H Club and Future Farmers of America members in Gila County may enter in this division.  Members may enter only those animals which have been used as their 4-H or FFA Project for the current year.  They must be in good standing with 4-H/FFA and meet all rules and requirements.

Exhibitors may enter one (1) entry per lot.  Exhibitors of rabbits, poultry and pigeons may enter two (2) entries per lot per breed.  Animals to be shown as breeding stock or prospects destined for the Arizona National Livestock show or the Arizona State Fair will not be required to sell at the Gila County Fair.  No premium will be paid for breeding stock.

A self inspection Seasonal Pass is required for all exhibition cattle, sheep, and goats owned by Arizona residents and exhibited in Arizona according to state law (ARS3-3146. Section R3-2703). To receive a Seasonal Pass, exhibitor must complete an application form with the AZ. Dept. of Agriculture. To have an application   mailed or faxed to you call the Self-Inspection desk at 800-294-0305, or download it at www.azda.gov under the heading “Forms”, subheading “Self-Inspection” and choose “Seasonal Pass Application”. Each exhibitor is allowed to list up to ten animals on a pass.  The exhibitor must have the Seasonal Pass at ear tagging.

Steers: approximately 120 days before the fair


Lambs, Swine, and Goats: approximately 30 days before the fair

ALL REQUIRED PAPER WORK MUST BE CHECKED AND I ORDER BEFORE ANIMAL WILL BE WEIGHED AND TAGGED. This includes your packet information. The exact dates of tagging will be announced at the Southern Gila County Leaders Council meeting and in the 4-H Newsletter. Animals will only be tagged on these days. THERE WILL BE NO MAKE UP DATES.

Exhibitor must be present at tagging. NO EXCEPTIONS, unless approved by the Livestock Superintendent.

The Livestock Superintendent or his designee will tag two 4-H/FFA animals per exhibitor. An exhibitor may sell only one market animal in the Junior Livestock Auction and must declare which animal is for market at weigh-in. The exception to this is, Grand and reserve Champions must be sold at auction Yes, if by chance you have two different species entered and win Grand and/ or Reserve with both of them, then they both sell.

Exhibitors must have a bill of sale with the age of the animal at the time of purchase, inspection papers, and seasonal pass for steers, lambs, and goats. Paper work will be checked and must be in order before animal is tagged.

All market animals entered in this department must weigh-in at the designated location.  All market animals will be reviewed and sifted at weigh-in as to the quality, sound, healthy, marketable, and manageability of the animal.

WEIGH-IN AND SIFTING OF ANIMALS
The date of weigh-in is the Wednesday before the fair opens. Time for weigh-in will be 4-7 PM. Sifting will begin once the sifting committee arrives. Remember, the sifting committee members are volunteers and may not be able to be at the fairgrounds until they have finished work. ALL PAPER WORK MUST BE CHECKED IN AND IN ORDER BEFORE ANIMAL WILL BE WEIGHED IN.

Steers are to be unloaded in to the arena and tied to the fence while you check in your paper work and wait for the sifting committee.

All animals must be weighed and go thru the sifting committee.  THE EXHIBITOR ONLY AND ALONE will handle his/her animal from the time it enters the holding area during the sifting and weighing until excused by the sifting committee. All paper work must be checked and in order before animals is weighed.  Your packet information must also be turned in at this time. Only the exhibitor, sifting committee, and the committee’s helpers will be allowed in the sifting area.
        Minimum weights will be strictly enforced.  Underweight animals will be sifted.  Unmanageable animals will be sifted and must be removed from the fair grounds immediately. 
All animals will be dry and cleaned of excessive debris when weighed. Each animal will weigh once. If the animal is underweight, it may be weighed again. If the owner wishes to have the animal weighed again, it will be removed from the scale but remain in the weigh-in area. The people in charge of the scale will rebalance the scale and immediately weigh the animal again. If the animal is still underweight, it will be sifted from the market class.

NO shrink will be given to animals regardless of the distance traveled to weigh-in. The Fair and Livestock Committee wish to publish to the buyers the true and accurate weight of the animal at the official weigh-in. If any 4-H /FFA member is concerned about shrinkage, the livestock Committee suggests that the member arrive a day early at or near the weigh-in site in order to give the animal the best opportunity to recover any lost weight.

*Animals will be sifted if they exceed the maximum age.
Minimum weights will be strictly enforced. Underweight animals will be sifted. Unmanageable animals will be sifted and must be removed form the fairgrounds immediately. 
The Livestock Committee suggest that if a 4-H member believes his or her animal will not make the minimum entry weight, the member may nominate the animal for the Arizona State Fair or Arizona National Livestock Show without the obligation to enter.

 Manageable animals that do not meet weigh-in requirements will be allowed to be used in showmanship ONLY to complete the year’s project and CANNOT be sold at the Junior Livestock Auction. They may also enter it in a prospect class.  It is the responsibility of the 4-H/FFA member to sell his/her own sifted animal.  No advertising or “for sale” signs will be allowed in the livestock area.  Animals may also be sifted if they exceed maximum market age for the species.  The judgement of the Sifting Committee is final.
In addition to underweight animals, those that the sifting committee determines are not in condition to be shown due to health, (animals must be sound, healthy, and marketable) or handling deficiencies will also be sifted from the Fair Show and Sale. The Livestock Superintendent can sift an animal at any time from weigh-in through the sale. The Livestock Superintendents have the right and responsibility to reject any livestock exhibit showing evidence of disease, infection, or safety hazard to the other animals, spectators, or exhibitors.
The use of prohibitive substances in any animal such as antibiotics, growth stimulants, or tranquilizers without the prescription of a licensed veterinarian and proper documentation, is strictly forbidden by Gila County Fair rules and federal law.  The Fair Livestock Superintendent and/or the Fair veterinarian may request drug testing on any animal exhibited at the Gila County Fair
Colored spray finish and or mousse will not be allowed. Black may only be used on the hooves.  
All animals and pen areas are off limits at 10:00 p.m. unless approved by the Superintendent. All animals are to be fed between 7 – 8 AM and 5 – 6 PM. All feed pans must be removed by 9 AM and 7 PM.
STEERS: Market steers must be purchased by March 1. Market steers should weigh approximately 500-700 pounds by this date (depending on the breed). They must not be over 24 months old at fair time. Steers must be stalled with both a halter and neck rope or chain and a butt rope or chain.

Exhibitor must have inspection papers, AZ Department of Agriculture Seasonal Pass, inspection paper, and a bill of sale with age of steer, name and address of the seller at the time of purchase. Steers must be dehorned and manageable by the exhibitor,
NO SEASONAL PASS, BILL OF SALE, INSPECTION PAPER-NO SALE

LAMBS: Market lambs must be purchased by June 1. Lambs should weigh approximately 60-80 Pounds by this date (depending on the breed). Must not be over 12 months old at fair time. All lambs must have a bill of sale with age of lamb, name and address of the seller at the time purchased, inspection papers and seasonal pass.

NO SEASONAL PASS, BILL OF SALE, INSPECTION PAPER-NO SALE.

SWINE: Market hogs must be purchased by June 1. Hogs should weigh 40-60 pounds by this date. They must not be more than 8 months old at fair time. All swine must use lickets no buckets. These will be provided by the fair and livestock committees. All swine (native and out of state) must have the following: dated Bill of Sale with age and sellers name and address. Swine entering from out of state must have a permit number from the State Veterinarian and a Health Certificate before entering the state.  All swine must have an Arizona State Office Certificate of inspection to enter the fair.
NO BILL OF SALE, INSPECTION PAPERS, AND/OR AZ ENTRY INFO-NO SALE

GOATS: Market goats must be purchased by June 1. Goats should weigh 40-50 pounds by this time and must not be more than 12 months old at fair time. NO BILL OF SALE, INSPECTION PAPERS, AND/OR AZ ENTRY INFO (if needed) NO SALE
Exhibitor must have raised animal he/she shows. Exceptions may be made by Livestock Committee should something happen to the animal. These situations will be handled on a one to one basis.
APPEALS

All Livestock appeals will be taken to the Livestock Superintendent who may make a decision or with his approval, the matter may be referred to the Gila County Fair Livestock Committee, from which decision there can be no appeal.  All decisions by the Livestock Superintendent are final.

RESPONSIBILITY

Each exhibitor must exhibit and care for his or her animal during weigh-in and at the Fair.  Exceptions can be made only by the Superintendent.  The exhibitor is responsible for the fitting and showing of their own animal and may assist and be assisted by others in this learning experience.
AUCTION

Members of 4-H or FFA may receive premiums and sell their animals at only ONE of the county fairs – Pine, Young or Globe.  Any 4-H or FFA member showing a steer, swine, sheep or goat and who has completed his/her livestock project to date and whose animal places in the blue, red, or white ribbon color group is eligible to sell ONE animal at the Gila County Fair Junior Livestock Auction. A member may enter more than one species, but can sell ONLY ONE. If you have entered a steer, pig, lamb, and goat and one of the smaller animal wins Grand or Reserve Champion that is the animal that must sell. Should one of your animals win Grand and another one wins Reserve then you will sell both. All Grand and Reserve Champion animals are required to sell at the Junior Livestock Auction.  Sale animals limited to swine, lamb, steers and goats.

All exhibitors selling at the Junior sale MUST meet ALL requirements as stated in the 4-H Rule Book.

All exhibitors selling in the Junior Livestock sale must sign a waiver at weigh-in indicating which animal will sell and waive all rights to “No Sale” of an animal.  (Animals that enter the sale ring must sell.)  
A special award will be given to the Best Bred and Fed Steer of Gila County and will be sold after the Grand and Reserve Champions of each species.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be at the sale ring on time and know the sale order.

The exhibitor (seller) will be paid in approximately thirty (30) days from the date of the sale or after all purchases have been paid.

All species will be sold by the pound.

Purchasing a livestock project does not guarantee that projects will be eligible to exhibit at the fair.  Exhibiting at the fair does not guarantee that an animal will be sold at auction.  Selling an animal at the Gila County Junior Livestock Auction does not guarantee a profit.  The Sale Committee does not guarantee that there will be a buyer for every animal.

If drug or chemical residues are found in carcass tissue and/or the carcass is condemned, the exhibitor will reimburse the Gila County Fair all premium monies, forfeit sale proceeds from that animal, and may be barred from future fairs.

CLASS S – RABBITS

1. Rabbits must be three (3) months old by fair time.

2. Rabbits must have an identification number in left ear before receiving time at the fair.  Identification can be done by either black marking pen or by tattooing

3. Any sick or diseased rabbit will be disqualified, quarantined, and sent home immediately.

4. If the rabbit has a history of biting, a sign must be placed on the cage.

5. Entries should be of a recognized breed (a pet may be used), which will be judged on its condition.

6. The Danish system of judging will be used.

7. Bring your own feeders and waterers for your entries.  You will be required to take care of your own entries, cleaning, feeding and watering.

8. Only bedding supplied by the Fair Committee will be used.
