GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. THE GILA COUNTY FAIR COMMITTEE reserves the final and absolute right to interpret these rules and regulations and arbitrarily settle and determine all matters, questions and differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising out of, connected with, or incident to the Fair.

2. THE COMMITTEE reserves the right to add or to amend these rules as it, in its judgement, may deem necessary.

3. Any person who violates any of the regular or special rules will forfeit all privileges and awards.

4. The Fair Committee will take every precaution to insure proper protection and care of exhibits.  Not withstanding these precautions the Fair Committee will in no way be responsible for loss or damage to any exhibit or person.  Each exhibitor or concessionaire will be solely responsible for any consequential or other loss, injury or damage done or occasioned by, or arising from any animal or article, exhibited by him and shall indemnify the Fair Committee or any other officer or employee of the Gila County Fair against all legal proceedings in regard thereto.  Presentation of entry blanks shall be deemed acceptance of this rule.

5. Exhibitor must present claim check in order to pick up entry.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

1. All entries are free of charge.

2. Every entry shall be in the name of the maker or grower and shall have been made during the year of the fair, unless otherwise specified in the department rules.

3. Full time residents of Gila County (having resided within the county for 90 days prior to the fair) – or within 10-mile radius of Gila County.

4. All applications for competitive exhibits must be made on official entry forms and in accordance with instructions thereon and rules of the Premium List.

5. Entry forms are included in the center of this book.  Additional entry forms may be obtained from the Gila County Extension Office, Miami Town Hall, and the Chamber of Commerce.

6. Entry forms, after being filled out with complete mailing address, must be filed in the proper fair office by the date specified.  Exhibits may be rejected unless entry blanks have been received by the closing date specified.

7. Separate entry blanks are to be used for each department in which the exhibitor has entries.
8. Every exhibit must be adequately marked so they can be properly identified until placed on exhibit with an entry tag.

9. An item may be entered in and premiums will be paid at only ONE of the county fairs Payson, Young, or Globe.  

10. Members of 4-H and/or FFA may receive premiums and sell their animals at only ONE of the county fairs Payson, Young, or Globe.  Any 4-H and/or FFA member who has completed his/her livestock project to date and whose animal places in the blue, red, white ribbon color group is eligible to sell ONE animal at the Gila County Fair Junior Livestock Auction.  All Grand and Reserve Champion animals are required to sell at the Junior Livestock Auction.

ENTRY DEADLINES AND RELEASE TIMES


At Globe, all entry blanks must be received at the Gila County Fair, Box 906, Globe, AZ  85502, or at the Gila County Museum between the hours of 11 a.m. and 8 p.m., Wednesday, September 8.   All Exhibit Hall entries except for fresh flowers, must be brought to the Boice Exhibit Hall at the Gila County Fairgrounds noon–8 p.m. Tuesday, September 14,  Livestock and small animals 4-7 p.m. Wednesday, September 15.  Fresh flowers and fresh flower arrangements 7–8:45 a.m. Thursday, September 16.  Judging at Globe will begin at 9:00 a.m. Wednesday, September 15.  


Animal judging can be watched but there must be NO interference with the judging.


The Boice Exhibit Hall will not be open to the public until noon Thursday, September 16 except as subject to the above conditions.


No exhibits will be allowed to leave the fair prior to 5 p.m. Sunday, September 19.  Check out will be 5-7 p.m. Sunday.  Failure to comply with the ruling will call for forfeiture of premium ribbons and awards.  Any property left after 2 days after close of the fair becomes the property of the Gila County Fair.


THE RIGHT IS RESERVED TO REJECT ANY ENTRY OFFERED FOR EXHIBITION IF THE FAIR COMMITTEE DEEMS IT UNFIT OR OBJECTIONABLE IN ANY WAY.
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
