
Globe School Board Meeting                                     9-1-10

Globe School Board met Wednesday night. A fairly short and smooth meeting, public comments included a presentation from the Sanchez family. Mr. Sanchez introduced his father as a longtime coach and umpire for Globe-Miami school and youth sports; himself also a coach, and his daughter a Sophomore at Globe High School and a participant in sports. Mr. Sanchez told the board that he lost his mother to cancer a year ago, and that his family is having 17 pink and white Girls Basketball uniforms made to be donated to Globe High School in honor of the fight against cancer.

Globe principals reported on the status of academics and conditions at each school. Deb Starita, principal of Copper Rim Elementary School, reported that vocabulary scores are weak, and a “Word of the Day” program has been started to address this. 

   Tonto Natural Resources Conservation District Learning Center will be sponsoring fourth graders from Globe, Miami, and Payson to be instructed in the field of agriculture for two days this month, followed by a field trip to Tonto Basin in October, paid for by the NRCD, to learn about growing and harvesting hay, as well as branding cattle, and other Ag related activities.

   Character classes are also underway at Copper Rim. Students are being instructed in such values as Respect, Courage, Honesty, and so on. The instruction is an attempt to significantly reduce bullying in schools. Although the school counselor in charge of the program acknowledges that character must be taught in the home, still the school will do what it can to make a positive effect on building character to stop bullying.

Globe High principle Cindy Paravano told the board that the annual Globe-Miami football game is Friday night at Miami’s Ragus stadium. Paravano warned that anyone who wants to attend the game will be made to sign a Good Sportsmanship pledge. She said that she and Mrs. Hawking, principal of Miami High School, will be together throughout the game and anyone on either side of the audience who acts unsportsman-like, will be made to leave. She also said that both high school bands will be playing together on the field and both cheerleading squads will perform together also.

   Ms. Paravano said to warn all of the kids that the Gila County Sheriff’s Office will be monitoring the Miami Schools 24 hours a day. “So save it for the “G” and the “M””, she concluded.

Mike O’Neal, director of the Globe Career and Technology program presented a performance improvement plan for the program. O’Neal started with telling the board that last year’s fire science student, Paul Wilcox, scored second highest in the state in that program. However, the state has determined Globe’s program to be underperforming in the area of non-traditionals. Non-traditionals are defined as having female students enrolled in classes like Automotive, Construction, and Fire Science, and having male students enrolled in the nursing program. Federal and State mandates require the school district to have 22 percent of their enrollment as “non-traditionals”. Since Globe has less than this amount, the law requires them to form a plan to improve their performance in enrolling “non-traditionals” in these career classes.

Four of the five board members were present for the meeting. Board member Dave Fletcher was absent.
