Christopher Redondo, No Stranger in Gila County Courts

Since the senseless killing of Gilbert Police Lt. Eric Shuhandler Globe has been in the spotlight. Not only did the high speed pursuit, followed by a shootout between suspects and police end at the Top of the Word, but the man charged in the fatal shooting, Christopher Redondo, was a long time Globe resident and a repeat offender in the Gila County Justice System.
Christopher Redondo’s public record consists of 2 pages of multiple citations and violations. 
In Gila County Justice Court the majority of those citations were for Disorderly Conduct-Fighting, Assault with Intent to Injure, Assault and Causing Fear of Physical Injury.
Over a dozen violations from 1998 to 2005 brought before the Justice Court, Redondo found guilty in over 10 of those cases. These are Justice Court cases involving violence. Charges considered misdemeanors in the court system. 
When asked why little or no time was sentenced for those crimes county Attorney Daisy Flores wrote “Cases filed in justice court (Nolan's court) are misdemeanors and are not eligible for prison and unless represented by attorney, not eligible for jail time.”
Redondo’s time in Superior Court did not go as well for him. After years of committing violent crimes with little consequence, he was finally sentenced to 4 years in an Arizona State Prison for aggravated assault and related charges. 
Arizona Department of Correction records show that during his time in prison Redondo received 8 Disciplinary Infractions, 4 of those considered Major Violations. On September 6, 2006 he was found physical assault, On September 24, 2007 he was found guilty of being in possession of a manufactured weapon, and on May 4, 2008, less than two months before his release Redondo was found guilty of Rioting. 
After being released in June of 2008 Redondo, who assaulted a police officer back in 2003, became more angry and defiant of police. He became increasingly violent, especially to animals, this according to a probable-cause statement. 
17 months after his release from prison Redondo shot and killed Gilbert Police Lt. Eric Shuhandler. 
When asked how officers felt about arresting violent offenders so many times, only to have them back out on the streets time after time Sergeant Durnan said, “As far as arresting violent offenders only to have them back on the streets, “It can be frustrating at times, all an officer can do is their job the best they can and hopefully build a case that can be prosecuted”. .” 
Redondo has been charged with first degree murder and aggravated assault.
Is a misdemeanor an appropriate classification for acts of Assault, Fighting, and causing fear of physical injury? Should the fact that these acts were committed over a dozen times be taken into consideration when charging and sentencing a repeat offender?
