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The City of Globe recommends private property owners de-brush their own private property to make defensible space.  Additional information on defensible space is available from the Globe Fire Department.  Persons wishing to report priority de-brushing areas within the City of Globe may contact the Public Works Director, Leon Cons, at 928-812-0551 or Streets Superintendent John Angulo at 928-812-0550. 
The Town of Miami has adopted a new Blight and Property Maintenance Ordinance (#317) which puts in place a process to address items such as overgrown conditions and blighted properties.  If a resident of the Town of Miami has a concern, they need to contact Town Hall and fill out a Citizen’s Concern/Complaint Form and we will take the appropriate action.  If the property in question is owned by the Town we will cut the work order to have it corrected.  If the issue is located on private property it will be turned over to our Code Enforcement Officer, and he will contact the owner to have the issue corrected.  
Gila County says Gila County residents should first contact should be the fire chief in the district in which they live.  The fire chief in the District or City/ Town in which they live will most likely investigate the report and make a determination on appropriate measures for mitigation.  If the fire hazard is outside the scope of his responsibilities, he may then call county emergency management to review the issue.
When it comes to reporting a fire hazards, A.J Howell, with Tri-City fire said "Waiting until after a fire to report a known hazard is not a suitable alternative to being proactive."
