            Members of the San Carlos Apache Tribe who want to be candidates for Tribal Chairman, Vice Chairman or Tribal Council members have until 4:30pm Tuesday September 7 to get their notarized Letters of Intent to the San Carlos General Election Board.

 

            The Primary Election will be held on Tuesday October 5 while the General Election will be held on Tuesday November 2nd.

 

            Voters of the San Carlos Reservation take note that any enrolled member of the Tribe whose name has been removed or omitted for the List of Eligible Voters may appeal in writing to the General Election Board.  The Final date for an appeal will be Friday September 10th.

 

             A request for an Absentee Ballot must be in writing and filed with the General Election Board at least 14 working days prior to the date of an election. Such ballots shall be mailed to eligible voters at least ten working days prior to the date of election.

 

             Any member of the San Carlos Apache Tribal Council who desires to run for the office of the Chairman or Vice-Chairman shall not be required to resign from Tribal Council Membership.  If such a person qualifies for the General Election ballot, he or she shall retain their Tribal Council position until the final results of the General Election.  If such a person has been elected to the Office of the Chairman or Vice-Chairman, he or she shall resign from their Tribal Council position and a Special Election shall be held to fill the vacant position.

 

            More on Primary Election.  On Tuesday, October 5th, the San Carlos Tribe shall hold a Primary Election.  If there are more than four candidates for a particular office who qualify for the ballot, the General Election Board shall announced the names of the four candidates from the result of the Primary Election who shall be eligible for the General Election Ballot.

 

            More about General Election.   The San Carlos Tribal Council in open meeting, shall, within 24 hours of the election, receive from the Chairman of the General Election Board the abstract of the votes.  The abstract of votes shall be read aloud to the public.  Upon determining who has received the highest number of votes for each office or council seat, the San Carlos Tribal Council shall declare the same to be the winners of the election.
