SGCEDC Announces Resignation of Executive Director

Globe, AZ, June 3, 2010: Southern Gila County Economic Development Corporation (SGCEDC) Board President Jerry McCreary has announced that Melissa Woodall has submitted her resignation as the SGCEDC’s Executive Director. The SGCEDC Executive Committee reached an agreement with Woodall to continue to serve through the next 60-90 days to assist in a transition period as well as to facilitate in the successful completion of several projects underway that are of great value to the Southern Gila County region.

Woodall, who has served as the SGCEDC’s Executive Director since January 4, 2010, submitted her resignation to McCreary on May 27, 2010. In her letter of resignation, she noted that personal reasons led to her decision and expressed her appreciation to the Board for their support during her tenure. 

"Melissa’s contributions to the economic development efforts of Southern Gila County have been invaluable," said SGCEDC Board President Jerry McCreary.  "Her keen insights, deep analysis and humor have enriched our capacity to further sustainable development and job creation in the region.  I greatly value her friendship and counsel and wish her all the best."
Woodall was named Executive Director following the departure of Chris Martin in April of 2009. During her time with the SGCEDC, she has worked to facilitate development of a private prison in the region that will create approximately 350 new jobs as well as continued working with local officials to secure a Civilian Conservation Corps Job Corps facility that will create an additional 100 new jobs. She has been an active member of the Central Arizona Association of Governments CEDS committee, the Copper Corridor, the Arizona Association of Economic Developers and other local and regional organizations. 
Before joining the SGCEDC, Woodall worked in Economic Development and public service in Texas for twenty-two years. Prior to relocating to Arizona with her husband, Woodall served most recently as an Economic Development Specialist for the City of Arlington, Texas. 
As a regional economic development agency, the SGCEDC works with the City of Globe, the Town of Miami, the Town of Hayden, the Town of Winkleman, the San Carlos Apache Reservation and Gila County to foster economic, community and workforce development-related initiatives.
